For ponies ridden by juniors, who have not reached their 7th birthday 
as of the 1st of the year. Ponies must have lead line attached to their 
bridle and must be accompanied by an adult. About 1 furlong on the 
dirt. Walk or trot; entries breaking out of the trot must pull up immedi-
ately and resume trotting, excessive breaking will result in DQ. Riders 
must wear ASTM approved helmets. Overgirths & protective vests are 
highly encouraged. Racing silks encouraged.

Division I- See conditions above.

The Holwood Farm Shuffle
Div II- See conditions above.  Additional assistance allowed.

3rd Race- Large Pony Flat Race
The Mr. V Special

For large ponies (over 13.2h, but not exceeding 14.2h).  No more than 4 
furlongs on the dirt.

4th Race Medium Pony Flat Race
The D.M. “Mikey” Smithwick Memorial Dash

For medium ponies (12.2h -13.2h), About 2 ½ furlongs on the dirt.

5th  Race- Shetland Pony Flat Race
The Maryland Equine Half Pint Hustle 

Restricted to Shetland Ponies, no more than 2 furlongs on the dirt.  Rider must be 
size appropriate for mount.
All riders are to not have had their 16th birthday as of January 
1st, except where noted.  All trainers must be 18+ years old.
